Online EnticementOnline Enticement

In 2006, one in seven children received unwanted 
online requests to engage in sexual activities or to 
provide intimate sexual information.

There was no decrease in aggressive sexual 
solicitations (where the solicitor asked to meet the 
child in person, called the child on the phone, or sent 
the child mail, money, or other gifts offline) from the 
prior 2000 study.

In more than half of the cases, the child did not tell 
anyone.
